· The government is already helping to achieve equity: Schools have equity and inclusion programs; free lunches and before and afterschool care; multiple social services to help AND schools that are underfunded can apply for grants and Title I federal funding.
· The quality of the education is more important including to equality: if the education is of a poor quality, it doesn’t matter if anyone can get an education and cell phones are harmful to educational equality—they distract and interfere with learning.
· This means that the pro is bad for both learning and social skills. Both of these contentions are reasons why the Con should we the debate
· Face to face, physical interaction social skills are key to solving for equality: it is only by better our democracy can we care about others such as those that are disadvantaged. 
Responding to Quality Contention 
· Phones harm the quality of education. Even if phones increase student engagement, they decrease social skills. Social skills are more important because they are necessary for our democratic government
· Social skills are also key to each student’s overall education because social skills are part of learning. Students have to know how to ask for help and work in teams in order to succeed in school as well as life. 
· Phones bad for education: our first contention proves that cell phones are a distraction that have been statistically proven to lead to worse grades and frequent distractions
· Phones are not helpful; the teachers canNOT monitor each student to keep students focused. With each class having more than 15 students, it’s impossible for the teacher to monitor each and every student
